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PARALLELISM--U.S.S.R. and US.A.

1 was born on the Dneiper River in
the Ukraine, South Russia, near the
Dnjeprostroy electrical works, built by
American engineers.

I have been in frequent touch with
friends and relatives in Russia both be-
fore and since the revolution, as well as
with many refugees of my own kin who
lived there through the World War, the
revolution and the present regime to
date. My information, therefore, is not
propaganda based on what I have read
in books or derived from delegates and
tourists invited to the U.S.S.R.

To give a better understanding of
actual facts, I present a brief back-
ground of Russia while it was under the
rule of the Czar.

Russia was made up of a Slavonic
race, 85 per cent peasants; 80 per cent
of these were illiterate, and 75 per cent
tillers of the soil. The remaining 15
per cent were of the upper and middle
classes, some of them being of other
races. The Government had passed
from absolute monarchy to at least a
partial representative system—a con-
stitutional plan with an elective body
called the Duma.

Russia is rich in natural resources.
Great strides in the development of
commerce, finance, manufacture, milling,
mining and education had taken place
during the last forty years before the
war. Russia exported wheat, flour, lum-
ber, wool, coal, hides, fish, furs, live-
stock. In 1910, she exported 23,000,-
000 tons of wheat. The State Bank had
the largest gold reserve of any bank in
the world.

In 1917, the Czar tried to make a sep-
arate peace, and was forced to abdicate
because of pressure brought to bear
from the Allies, the internationalists,
and from Russian war lords. Kerensky
was placed at the head of a newly
formed Republic which was proclaimed
and promptly recognized by the United
States, and the nation took up arms
again. There were fugitives from jus-
tice under the Czar, and certain prison-
ers were granted amnesty by the Ker-
ensky Government.

At this psychological moment, Lenin
from Switzerland, and Leon Trotsky
from New York were supplied with
enormous sums of money by interna-
tional financiers to overthrow the Rus-
sian Republic. An underground organi-
zation had been boring from within for

years; leaflets had been scattered prom-
ising peace to the army, land to the
peasants, bread for the poor, etc.

One day soldiers entered the Duma,
told the representatives of the people to
stop talking and ordered the members
to return home. Those in the army like-
wise were told to stop fighting and to
go to their families. The prisons were
opened and ecriminals immediately
started roaming the streets and public
places.

These elements joined hands and
formed revolutionary armies which
stalked through the land pillaging, loot-
ing, destroying, torturing, killing and
committing unspeakable atrocities
against women and girls. Death, fam-
ine and disease spread like wild-fire.
These criminal elements became palms
in the hands of the hidden masters who
had bored like termites under the sur-
face.

Outside Interference

Three generals, Denikin, Kolchak, and

Wrangel, with others, were trying to
restore order. English and French sol-

diers also were helping, when suddenly
the foreigm troops were withdrawn and
the whole army wunder these generals
were left to their fate. They were even-
tually overcome and massacred in tens
and hundreds of thousands—yes, mil-
lions were slaughtered.

This placed Lenin, Trotsky and the
Bolshevik regime in power. These de-
stroyers have remained in control, un-
der the name of Communism, to date.
Who was responsible for the orders be-
ing given to remove the soldiers of for-
eign powers? This act was responsible
for turning the country over to the
reds.

It can readily be seen that the revo-
lution was brought about from the out-
side, and not by the Russian people. The
agitators promised them everything:
peace, bread, land, freedom—and what
did they get? What do they have to-
day? Forced labor, a bit of black bread
each day, a dried herring, maybe a veg-
etable or grass soup, for a hard day’s
work on a collective farm, at the factory
or in the mines and lumber camps of the
Arctic region.

Russia has become a vast prison. Ev-
ery vestige of industry, land, private
business, homes and personal property
has been liquidated. That means that
these have all been taken from the people



without a penny in return. Thus, there
is no private ownership in Russia.

In 1925, more than six million people
died of starvation in the Ukraine alone.
In 1933, more than six millions more
died. It was politically so intended con-
demning millions to death that the rul-
ers might have more wheat to dump on
foreign markets, to get more money for
propaganda purposes and for war ma-
terials. The lands, too, were not pro-
ducing as they should. This was be-
cause of poor government management.

The Five Year Plans have been
schemes to exterminate Christian peo-
ple and to establish a few works for
propaganda purposes. Land is not prop-
erly cultivated. Much of the soil is in
weeds, buildings are dilapidated or de-
stroyed and many live in dugouts.

A model factory, a model farm, a
model school, model stores, and a few
well-fed and well-dressed people are sta-
tioned in the path of tourists. Laughing
children photographed while dancing
around Stalin, who is showing a big
smile—all this planned to offset impres-
sions created of him as the Man of Steel
and of the horrible wholesale executions
ordered daily throughout Russia.

Physical Violence Advocated

Communism is defined as follows:
Congressional Record, Fish Commission
Report 2200 of thce Seventy-first Con-
gress. A world-wide political organiza-
tion advocating:

1—Hatred of God and the Christian
religion.

2—Destruction of private property.

3—Absolute and racial equality; pro-
motion of class hatred. (Social and
racial equality means equality in pov-
erty, and slavery for all nationalities ex-
cept Jews. The Author.)

4—_Revolutionary propaganda through
the Communist International stirring up
Communist activities in foreign coun-
tries in order to cause strikes, riots, sab-
otage, bloodshed and civil war.

5—Destruction of all forms of repre-
sentative government or republican gov-
ernments, including all eivil liberties
such as freedom of speech, of the press,
or assembly or religion and no trial by
jury.

6—The ultimate and final objective is
by means of world revolution to estab-
lish the dictatorship of the so-called
Proletariat into one world Union of So-
viet Socialist Republies with the capital
at Mioscow.

Lenin himself, when asked at the
Twelfth Congress of the Red Party,
what were the principles of action on
which Communism relied, answered:
“Murder, destruction, not a stone to be
left in its place if its removal should be

to the advantage of the revolution.”

'This same Lenin writes: “If tomor-
row your voting power should be taken
away, a rifle and a quick-firer of the
most modern type will be put into your
hands, then take these weapons of mur-
derous destruction and do not pay any
attention to sentimental blubberers who
are afraid of war. In the world there
are still many things left that call for
extermination by fire and sword. And
when a revolutionary state of affairs is
created, be prepared to use your effect-
ive weapons of murder and destruction
against your government. The murder
of informers, policemen, gendarmes, dy-
namiting of police stations, liberation of
prisoners, confiscation of state funds to
pay for the revolution—every section of
the revolutionary army must be pre-
pared at a moment’s notice to undertake
this work.”

Do youw hear that Uncle Sam? The
same elements that destroyed Russia
are at work here.

Zinovieff (real Jewish name Apfel-
baum) in his own Gazette, official organ
of the Petrograd Soviet, said:

“We shall render our hearts cruel,
ruthless, pitiless, so that mercy does not
penetrate them and so that they shudder
not before an ocean of enemy blood. We
will open the sluices of that bloody tide.
Without merey and without pity, we wili
drown them in their own blood.”

The North Commune, Petrograd, Sep-
tember 19, 1918, reported Zinovieff
(real name Apfelbaum) as saying: “We
shall win: out of the Russian popula-
tion, 90,000,000 people are already un-
der the domination of Soviets. The rest
of the people we will exterminate.”

Fruits of Revolution

Conditions in Russia today are so ter-
rible that it is with difficulty that people
can be convinced of their reality. Con-
trary to a popular Soviet phrase, there
is no such thing as Russia Today. The
country has become a portion of an in-
ternational system. You cannot pro-
nounce the word “Russia” in the Soviet
Union without facing arrest. Russia is
not ruled by native Russians but by for-
eign people, Jews of anti-Christian sen-
t'ments.

Because of the dissolution of marriage
laws and the State owning and control-
ling the children, and because of parents
torn asunder and banished, there were in
1917, over eight million children running
around homeless and lawless. Today
they are gathered by red officials into
camps far from the railroads. Those,
who are not normal or afflicted with in-
fections disease, are killed. Sixty per
cent of the youth are afflicted with vene-
real disease.

The greatest hardships are for the
young girls. Because of this, marriage
was made not binding. Achievement in
Russia amounts to enslavement of
women, forced labor, family life vir-
tually extinet, marriage not binding,
children the property of - the State,
churches destroyed, worship and Bibles
forbidden, priests and preachers and
missionaries killed. It is appalling that
Russia  should be claiming friendship
for democracy while exterminating all
who do not accept Communism!

I have lately talked with a prominent
clergyman, a missionary to the Russians
for many years, who suffered imprison-
ment and torture a number of times.
Just last year, by intervention of foreign
powers, his wife was allowed to leave
Russia and is now in Switzerland phys-
ically ruined. He told me that in one
distriet alone 3,200 girls from 14 years
of age up, were taken out of their homes
and villages, and carried off to the army
in the hills, to be sacrificed for the pas-
sions of the red beasts.

This missionary’s son-in-law was ex-
iled for five years near the Arctic Circle.
He became a bookkeeper. Between 1931
and 1932, he saw over a million people
shoved under the ice after they had been
overcome by the hardships of forced la-
bor. Is this the goal that the radical
elements, led by Jews, hope to reach in
the United States?

Russians Pray for Help

After seven months of torture in pri-
son he said that his wife was sent with
1,500 other wives and men of the labor-
ing class, to the Chinese border. Only
18 of them came back alive. Of him-
self, he said he had been sent to a prison
without court trial of any kind. Rela-
tives seldom learn where or dare to try
to find out, what becomes of their loved
ones. After two months of brutal treat-
ment the prisoner either suffers death or
is exiled into forced labor camps.

“What is happening in these prisons
will never be read in books,” said the
missionary. “The toilets in the prisons
are open cesspools. I was one of many
flung into the human refuse, an ordeal
from which many died The second time
when I was condemned to death, I was
saved by intervention of the British Gov-
ernment.” There are torture chambers
in these prisons from which cries and
groans and shots are heard day and
night, by the prisoners.

“These experiences are so terrible I
hate to tell them,” he said. ‘“They were
so diabolical that only the demon-pos-
sessed could invent them.” TUnder his
observation, men were placed alive into
boxes and covered, then live rats put in
to devour them.

Russia is a prison, a death chamber.
It is picketed with barbed-wire and
sharpshooters who are not facing out
toward a foe, but in toward their own
citizens. They do not want the horrors
told to the outside world. They want to
use the last drop of the vietim’s blood
from slave labor.

Ninety per cent of the inhabitants of
Russia are praying for some foreign
country to attack the U.S.S.R. and set
them free. Many have joined the army
for the bread they can get, and would
gladly lay down their arms if protec-
t.on came from an outside power.

Since the overthrow of the United
States government is being plotted by
Communism—Ilet us ask ourselves—are
we ready to endure the foregoing con-
ditions in North America? This is a
question for people in the United States
and Canada to ponder.

Americans, rub your eyes! Stir your-
selves out of yowr slumber and cease
fiddling while Rome is burning.

So many Americans have been indif-
ferent or confused about Communism!
Propaganda, created by international
press reporters is largely responsible
for this. The Jews have worked out
such an intricate plan for controlling
news channels, that people in all coun-
tries are being denied the truth. Trained
students of world affairs know how the
propaganda operates in syndicated arti-
cles, the religious press, through libra-
ries, news-stands, Modernist teachings
in pulpits, over the radio, on college
campuses, by means of the movies, and
many other ways. It is now time to
wake up. It is now time to demand that
editors publish the truth. It is now
time to name the enemy.

Stalin does not dare offend his father-
in-law, Kaganovitch, the all-powerful
Jew of Russia, who controls the murder-
ous 0. G. P. U. Kaganovitch holds su-
preme power over Russia’s suffering

millions. There are other similar Jews
around him. Likewise, in the United
States, Jews are behind the scenes,

working the New Deal program of the
Roosevelt Administration. Only now,
at this late date, are American Chris-
tians Dbeginning to understand the
scheme that the internationalists have
been putting over on them.

All Socialism, Marxism and Com-
munism are stems fed by the roots
of Jewish intellectualism—the kind
of intellectualism that has brought
chaos to every nation over which it
has spread. The press is at fault in
America for keeping the people in
darkness and the racial aspect of the
problem explains why.

In Russia, the key positions are prac-



tically all in the hands of Jewish Com-
munists. In the United States the keys
have been likewise handed over to the
same race. Jews promote and finance
wars, revolutions and elections, and in
so doing, gain power and authority.
While the people send Gentiles to Con-
gress, the power to appoint and fill of-
fices, has been given to others who are
careful to place Jews where the author-
ity to operate branches of government
actually exists.

This is true of diplomats abroad and
heads of departments at home. It is also
true of the American money system
which was created by a German Jew,
who was responsible for the Federal Re-
serve Act. It is true of industry, radio,
and newspapers, into which Jewish
money has penetrated deeply. It is true
of the movies and the stage, where Jew:
are in supreme authority. It is true of
Modernistic pulpits where the teachings
of Judaism are given in the name of
Christian thought.

God Save America

The question is, do we want Bolshe-
viki-Communism in America? If not,
turn about face and quit giving aid and
sympathy for it. Why import radicals,
and why not deport undesirables? Have
you heard of the U. S. S. R. inviting
Jowish refugees, where the, Jews rule
and our Communist orators brag about
Russia being one-sixth of the globe in
area? Why? Is it because Jews fear
that the days of Communist reign over
the Russians will soon be numbered?

President Roosevelt recognized Soviet
Russia as a sane and stable .government
and annually sends a message of con-
gratulation to them on their wonderful
achievement since the revolution, and
what achievement it is!

If he runs for a third term, he will
got the Communist votes of America.
At this time, real patriotic Americans
who oppose Communism are labelled
TFascists and Nazis. This shows how
pro-Communist we have become through
propaganda.

Unless drastic measures are speedily
passed by Congress and action taken to
save this Nation from Communism
within our gates, it is quite possible that
we may share the fate of Russia before
we realize it. We have plenty of evi-
dence. We need not lose time in inves-
tigating Communist activities if we
want to use it. Read the two books,
Red Network and Roosevelt’s Red Record
by Mrs. Elizabeth Dilling; also the Fish
Commission Report, Congressional Rec-
ord 2290. This is all we need to arm
ourselves with the facts.

We need a spiritual awakening.

Christians need to pray. “If my people,
who are called by my name, shall hum-
ble themselves, and pray, and seek my
face, and turn from their wicked ways;
then will I hear from heaven, and will
forgive their sin, and will heal their
land.” II Chronicles 7:14.

There is too much smoke-screening of
the Reds, by investigating and persecut-
ing those in our midst who are really
opposing Communism.

The enemy is well
working constantly,
aroused to the situation. All loyal pat-
riotic Americans must unite against
their common foe regardless of party
polities, church affiliation, creed or
color. Prayer and watchfulness must
be followed by organization and action.
Not until Communism has been elim-
inated will confidence and faith be re-
stored, business and agriculture revived,
and employment properly adjusted in re-
lation to natural source and demand.
